Question - 1:

If you're negative, you will likely
decrease your chances of getting the job for which you're interviewing.

It may useful to find different words to describe similar attributes and qualities in order
to avoid repetition.

* Remain professional at all times - you need to demonstrate that you can keep a cool head and know how to communicate with people

Question - 13:
What critical component of this position As Key Accounts Manager Sales makes the work challenging?

Heading information: This should include job title, pay grade or range, reporting relationship (by position, not individual), hours or shifts, and the likelihood of
overtime or weekend work. 
Summary objective of the job: List the general responsibilities and descriptions of key tasks and their purpose, relationships with customers, coworkers, and others,
and the results expected of incumbent employees. 
Qualifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into this job. 
Special demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Key Accounts Manager Sales (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to
temperature extremes, prolonged standing, or travel). 
Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Good answer: The candidate has clear reasons for wanting the job that show enthusiasm for the work and the position, and knowledge about the company and job.

If you
can position the learning experience as an advantage for this next job, even better.

It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'I am
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applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where I can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.'

Then once you understand what people set as goals, you can inspire them through 1:1 pep talks, a presentation to
multiple people and so forth.
