Question - 3:
Tell me about yourself?

Ans:
There are some questions that your potential employer aren't allowed to ask (but trust me, they probably want to). For instance, they shouldn't really ask about your
family or how far away you live from your potential place of employment. If you can find a way to answer these questions anyway (with the answers they want to
hear), that will give them a little added info to help them make the (right) decision!

A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the
interviewer with background context (e.g., "In my last job as a  Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the
bulk of your time describing what you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, I streamlined the process, which
saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Tell us something about yourself?

Bad Answer: Candidates who ramble on about themselves without regard for information that will actually help the interviewer make a decision, or candidates who
actually provide information showing they are unfit for the job. 
Good answer: An answer that gives the interviewer a glimpse of the candidate's personality, without veering away from providing information that relates to the job.
Answers should be positive, and not generic.

Tell me why do you want this job As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher?

Bad Answer: No solid answer, answers that don't align with what the job actually offers, or uninspired answers that show your position is just another of the many
jobs they're applying for.
Good answer: The candidate has clear reasons for wanting the job that show enthusiasm for the work and the position, and knowledge about the company and job.

Would you like doing repetitive work?

Ans:
Why not, I am not only doing a repetitive work but also earning but also getting a good salary by the company As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher. And second
thing is that nothing is interesting in the life till we are not interested.

Ans:

It is
important to make a negative into a positive as it doesn't make you appear overly critical and shows you can reflect on your own performance.

What do you consider ethical spending on an expense account?

Ans:
It depends on the role - but the better way to answer this is to ask the interviewer what their expectations are with regards to what the role can expense and then
simply state that you'll stay within those parameters

Can you describe your ideal boss/supervisor?

Ans:
During the interview As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher process employers will want to find out how you respond to supervision. They want to know whether you
have any problems with authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.
Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in a team or take intruction and side with your former employer.

How do you handle confidentiality in your work?

Ans:
Often, interviewers will ask questions to find out the level of technical knowledge As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher that a candidate has concerning the duties of
a care assistant. In a question such as this, there is an opportunity to demonstrate professional knowledge and awareness. The confidentiality of a person's medical
records is an important factor for a care assistant to bear in mind.

Even if you found the listing through a random job board,
share what, specifically, caught your eye about the role.

Strike a balance by thinking of something that
you struggle with but that you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run
meetings to help you be more comfortable when addressing a crowd.

The key here is to be honest about your wish list but then to describe how you plan on developing or growing those characteristics so that it becomes a reality. For
example, I wish I had a stronger work ethic and I am reading a book right now about how to instill a better discipline around getting work done efficiently.

Where do you see yourself in five years As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher?

* c) if the position aligns with your goals and growth. Your best bet is to think realistically about where this position could take you and answer along those lines.
And if the position isn't necessarily a one-way ticket to your aspirations? 
It's OK to say that you're not quite sure what the future holds, but that you see this experience playing an important role in helping you make that decision.

What differentiates you from the competition?

Ans:
Think about what you bring to the table that you truly believe is unique - the easiest way to do is to think of your own personal stories that demonstrate your work
ethic, skills, and dedication. Most people have some or all of those skills, but the unique stories are what make people stand out in interviews.

How would you be an asset to us As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher?

Think again about the job specification and the skills needed for this role As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher. Have a paragraph prepared highlighting how you will
be able to do the job and what you can bring to the team.

This was to
ensure there wasn't any "wrongdoing" at the company by any of the cashiers and I was always accurate in my reports.

What challenges are you looking for in this position?

Ans:
A typical interview question to determine what you are looking for your in next job, and whether you would be a good fit for the position being hired for, is "What
challenges are you looking for in a position As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher?" The best way to answer questions about the challenges you are seeking is to
discuss how you would like to be able to effectively utilize your skills and experience if you were hired for the job. You can also mention that you are motivated by
challenges, have the ability to effectively meet challenges, and have the flexibility and skills necessary to handle a challenging job. You can continue by describing
specific examples of challenges you have met and goals you have achieved in the past.

I am a hard worker and a fast learner, and though I may not have all of the qualifications that you need, I know I
can learn the job and do it well."

Then discuss how your experience and skills sets can truly create the best impact to the company
in that specific job role. Impact could mean marketing impressions, sales, cutting costs, making products more efficiently, creating better customer service,
engineering new designs that create customer excitement, etc.

What can you tell me about team work as part of the job As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher?

Ans:
There is usually a team of staff nurses working in cooperation with each other.  A team of nurses has to get along well and coordinate their actions, usually by
dividing their responsibilities into sectors or specific activities. They help each other perform tasks requiring more than one person.

Think back to how you've interacted with your peers to develop social skills, how you've worked with classmates on projects to develop teamwork and collaborative
skills, how you've developed discipline through studying, how the courses have helped your creativity, and how the classes you've taken have impacted your
analytical / problem solving / reasoning skills.

Question - 47:
Who are your role models? Why?

Ans:
If possible, cite role models you're truly passionate about - passion is contagious and will show you're being genuine. If the role model is in the same or similar
industry as the company in an executive level position, even better.

How many tennis balls can you fit into a limousine? 1,000? 10,000? 100,000? Seriously?

Ans:
Well, seriously, you might get asked brainteaser questions like these, especially in quantitative jobs. But remember that the interviewer doesn't necessarily want an
exact number-he wants to make sure that you understand what's being asked of you, and that you can set into motion a systematic and logical way to respond. So, just
take a deep breath, and start thinking through the math. (Yes, it's OK to ask for a pen and paper!)

Be sure to paint a clear picture of your career vision that demonstrates your aspirations and goals that are realistic. This could emphasize increased responsibility, the
ability to manage people and so forth

Describe both your personal and professional favorites. If you happen to like professional books / magazines that relate to the industry of the company you're
applying for - that's definitely worth highlighting.

Even if your only experience is an internship, you have likely created or streamlined a process that has contributed to the earning potential or efficiency of the
practice. Choose at least one suitable example and explain how you got the idea, how you implemented the plan, and the benefits to the practice.

Question - 52:
What other companies are you interviewing with?

Ans:
Companies ask this for a number of reasons, from wanting to see what the competition is for you to sniffing out whether you're serious about the industry. "Often the
best approach is to mention that you are exploring a number of other similar options in the company's industry,".  It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'I am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where I can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.'

How much do you expect to get paid As Vocational Rehabilitation Teacher?

For this be prepared and research salary to find out what similar positions are paying in your area before you go to the interview. Try to find this information out
before giving your salary expectations. You can and should provide a range instead of an exact number. But again, don't say any numbers you're not comfortable with
because if the employer offers you a salary at the lowest end of your range, you don't have much to negotiate with when it comes to getting a higher salary.

This is a loaded question and a nasty little game that you will probably lose if you answer first. So, do not answer it. Instead, say something like, that's a tough
question. Can you tell me the range for this position? In most cases, the interviewer, taken off guard, will tell you. If not, say that it can depend on the details of the
job. Then give a wide range.

Why are you leaving your current job?

Ans:
This is a toughie, but one you can be sure you'll be asked. Definitely keep things positive-you have nothing to gain by being negative about your past employers.
Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "I'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and I know I'd have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it simple: "Unfortunately, I was let go," is a totally OK answer.

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personal example or two.

You are more likely to be hired if you are willing to work
any time you are needed. However, saying that you are willing and then complaining about the hours once you start working is a recipe for disaster.

When you're going for a graduate job, having a degree is hardly
going to make you stand out from the crowd and neither is having a driving licence, which is a requirement of many jobs.

Question - 79:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?
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Ans:
This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at a time. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizza is perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4). 
Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizza is six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million square feet of pizza a month.
