More often than not the
interviewer will tell you. If the interviewer insists on direct answer you may want say that it depends on the details of the job - then give a wide salary range.

Ans:
There is almost no good answer to this question, so don't be specific. If you tell the interviewer that the job you're applying for with his/her company is the perfect job
you may loose credibility if you don't sound believable (which you probably won't if you're not telling the truth.) If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and I can make a meaningful difference to the organization."

Some jobs require employees to work under stress, and some interviewers just like to see how applicants handle stressful questions.

So, "I can't meet a
deadline to save my life As Regional District Sales Manager" is not an option-but neither is "Nothing! I'm perfect!" Strike a balance by thinking of something that
you struggle with but that you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run
meetings to help you be more comfortable when addressing a crowd.

After all, don't you want to
invest your energy and time with a company that is going to continue to be successful and one that will help you grow?

Also - make sure if you aim high you can back it up with facts and your previous results so that you can make
a strong case.

People generally care about having purpose, being successful (and being recognized for it), contributing in a meaningful way, and
financial rewards (to a degree) and much more. Then once you understand what people set as goals, you can inspire them through 1:1 pep talks, a presentation to
multiple people and so forth.
