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Question - 54:
Do you have any questions for me?

Ans:

Good interview questions to ask interviewers at the end of the job interview include questions on the company growth or expansion, questions on personal
development and training and questions on company values, staff retention and company achievements.
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Question - 55:
How do you evaluate your ability to handle conflict?

Ans:

| pride myself on being a good problem solver. Through my previous job and management positions | have faced numerous conflicts in different situations, and my
experiences have helped me to hone my issue resolution skills. | believe that it isimportant to get to and address the root of the issue, in a respectable manner.
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Question - 56:
What's your salary history?
Ans:

When you are interviewing for a new job, it is common practice for the company to ask you about your salary history. | typically want to know what the candidate's
base salary is, if they receive any bonus, the average bonus amount, and any additional compensation or perks, such as 500k matching, stock grants or stock options,
paid time off and how much they are required to pay towards their medical premiums.
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Question - 57:
Explain me about atime when you reached a goal within atight deadline?
Ans:

I work well under pressure to meet deadlines without jeopardizing the quality of my work. | have always worked in a fast pace environment where we are constantly
under pressure to achieve best results within atime frame.

Question - 58:
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How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average dlice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the dlice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dlice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sgquare feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 59:
Describe to me the position In Lufthansa German Airlines you're applying for?
Ans:

Thisisa"homework" question, too, but it also gives some clues as to the perspective the person brings to the table. The best preparation you can do is to read the job
description and repeat it to yourself in your own words so that you can do this smoothly at the interview.
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Question - 60:
What do you look for in terms of culture -- structured or entrepreneurial ?
Ans:

A good answer is to discuss the importance of having both elements in a company In Lufthansa German Airlines. Structure is good to maintain a focus on priorities
and making sure people are productive but having an entrepreneurial spirit can help cultivate new ideas that can truly help the company.
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Question - 61:
Give an example of atime you successfully worked In Lufthansa German Airlines on ateam?

Ans:

On the whole | prefer to stick to doing what I'm told rather than setting myself up to fail by doing things off my own bat. But there was this one time when |
suggested to my boss at the pizza parlor that she try offering an 'all you can eat' deal to students to boost trade on Mondays. She thought it was an interesting idea but
nothing ever came of it.
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Question - 62:
How would you go about establishing your credibility quickly In Lufthansa German Airlines with the team?

Ans:

Fully understand my responsibilities, work hard and exceed expectations, learn as much as possible, help others as much as possible, understand what my teammates
goals and needs are, be on time, and gain a mentor.
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Question - 63:
Explain an occasion when you had to adapt in the face of a difficult situation?

Ans:

One of the most useful interview tacticsis to remain positive about your work and achievements. This question lets the candidate draw on their own personal history
to show how they have been positive and successful in the face of difficulties. Choose a specific occasion to describe, rather than dealing with generic platitudes.
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Question - 64:
Describe atypical work week for this position In Lufthansa German Airlines?

Ans:

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position In Lufthansa
German Airlines you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the
more successful you will be at answering the questions.

Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
