(This example shows you're a
team player)

offering up a personal weakness Regarding Bench Carpenter Woodworking that is really a strength ("Sometimes, I work too much and don't maintain a work-life
balance."); and you shouldn't be so honest that you throw yourself under the bus ("I'm not a morning person so I'm working on getting to the office on time.")

If the job calls for shifts that vary, be ready to do that for your work. If you aren't open to that, then explain why and see if they can adjust it for you.

Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
