Summary objective of the job: List the general responsibilities and descriptions of key tasks and their purpose, relationships with customers, coworkers, and others,
and the results expected of incumbent employees.

Qualifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into thisjob.

Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Chief Operating Officer (COO) (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to
temperature extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsihilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).
