Think
real hard but fail to come up anything that irritated you about your co-workers. A short positive response is best.
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Question - 6:
What did you like least about your last (or current) job As Utility Inspector?

Ans:

Don't vent or focus on the negative with brutally honest answers such as "My boss was a jerk," or “The company culture was too politically correct," or "They just
weren't giving me the opportunity to take my career to the next level." Instead, keep the emphasis on the positive, even though there are sure to be things you weren't
happy about.

"Ego" should be replaced by confidence. It's good to be confident as it shows that you know what you're doing. However, a big ego is when confidence spirals out of
control and you become arrogant.

Nothing says "hire me" better than a track record of achieving amazing results in past jobs As Utility Inspector, so don't be shy when answering this interview
question! A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with
background context (e.g., “In my last job as a Utility Inspector, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what
you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each
month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

Good answer: The candidate can name specific skills, abilities or understandings they have that apply directly to the job that other candidates are unlikely to have, or
arein short supply.

(i.e. your potentia isto do much more than simply be repetitive)

Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

* 4. Enter the room. - If the light is ON, it is controlled by the switch you left ON. - If the light bulb is OFF, touch it. If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it is cold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.

How could customer service be improved? You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.
