This is the most common job interview question - everybody should be expecting it. If they don't seem prepared, or give a fairly stock answer, it's probably a bad
sign.

Good answer: The consensusiis to go for quality, not quantity here. Candidates should give a short list of strengths, and back each one up with examples that illustrate
the strength. Also, they should explain how these strengths will be useful in the job you're applying for, and use this question to say something interesting about
themselves.

Explain what are your weaknesses As Convention Manager?

Red flags: Thisisthe peanut butter to the previous question's jelly. Again, everyone should expect it, so it's a bad sign if someone seems totally unprepared, or gives a
stock answer like, "I'm a perfectionist." Also, of course, candidates crazy enough to blurt out some horrible personality trait should go in the red flagged pile.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that hel ps them stay on task.
Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

For
example - this company wants to be the #1 provider of green technology in the world and | feel strongly about that vision because we've got a chance to collectively
impact the world to become a greener society and save our clients at the same time!

% increase from your pay today from your perspective? Also - make sure if you aim high you can back it up with facts and your previous results so that you can make
astrong case.

Do not belittle or talk badly of your last boss - it will come off as being petty. Instead, talk about the positive lessons you were able to learn from your last boss.

What is your greatest fear?

Ans:

We all have fears. It's okay to discuss them. Just don't dive too deeply into them. Discuss how you would work to overcome your fears. Y ou don't want to seem weak.
Y ou want to acknowledge it's out there but that you'll be able to work through it.

Question - 52:
What would you do if you won the lottery?

Ans:

Theinterviewer is asking this question to find out what your true passion is. Ideally it aligns to the type of work you're interviewing for. If not, tie it back in terms of
how it relates to the job, for example, "I believe I'll learn the necessary skillsin thisjob to pursue my passion later onin life."

Question - 53:
What do you see yourself doing within the first 30 days of this job?

Ans:

Typically the first 30 days are designed for you to learn as much as possible As Convention Manager. Work hard to get to know your teammates, how they work
together, and how you can make the biggest impact.

Does your boss know you're here today?
Ans:

Usually, you probably haven't told your boss for obvious reasons. So it's ok to say that they do not. Y ou don't want to upset the balance at your current job after all
and nothing is guaranteed in an interview.

For example, the recent changes in socia media has broadened my horizons and helped me learn new forms of efficient
marketing.

Ans:

Discuss the academic program, the extracurricular program(s), the school spirit, the quality of your peers, and the professors.

How much time do you need to join the organization As Convention Manager?
Ans:

You should be able to join it right away, barring plans you've aready made (family travel, vacation, other obligations). The key is to simply be open in
communication of what's already committed on your schedule. Most companies are accommodating. If they are not, weight the importance of joining that company
vs. your plans.
