Structure is good to maintain a focus on priorities and making
sure people are productive but having an entrepreneurial spirit can help cultivate new ideas that can truly help the company.
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Question - 53:
If you were interviewing someone for this position As Helicopter Pilot, what traits would you look for?

Ans:

This is where the interviewer tries to turn the tables on you. Answer confidently by stating 3 specific traits that are applicable to that job role. For example, a
consulting job would likely look for someone who can think outside of the box.
After answering, ask them, "Am | spot on here and if not, what traits would you look for?"
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Question - 54:
Tell me the difference between good and exceptional ?
Ans:

Good gets the job done on time and is high quality. Exceptional is a game changer - it stands out, it's creative, it's above and beyond expectations. Tell the interviewer
astory about how you were exceptional .
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Question - 55:
There's no right or wrong answer, but if you could be anywhere in the world right now, where would you be?
Ans:

Just be honest about where you'd like to be - you never know - you may end up bonding with the interviewer with the location. However, you want to stress that you
want to work out of the location that you're interviewing for.
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Question - 56:
Why did you choose your major in college or tech school ?
Ans:

People usually choose their major based on their passions or the career path they want to head towards.

How do you rate yourself in computer skills? Please describe the programs and software that you can use well?
Ans:

Ideally you want to able to type quickly, have the ability to effectively use Microsoft Office, and more importantly be able to quickly adapt to computer / technology
skills.

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Question - 58:
What would you like to avoid completely in your next job As Helicopter Pilot?
Ans:

Bad business ethics, teammates / managers that are disrespectful / inconsiderate. But of course, thisjob wouldn't have things like this right?

Think about what you need to learn going into the job. Skill sets, industry knowledge, relationship building, team dynamics. Which areas are ones you're lacking?
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Question - 62:
How will you approach learning this "new" job As Helicopter Pilot?
Ans:

Interview peers and |eaders/managers, read industry news, practice the skill sets needed, absorb information on the job as much as possible.
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Question - 63:

How do you define arrogance? Are you arrogant?

Ans:

Arroganceis having an attitude of superiority beyond reason. Confidence is believing in yourself without being cocky. Y ou should not be arrogant.
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Question - 64:

What role are you ready to take in a group?

Ans:

Ideally, you want to take on the role you're interviewing for, but you want to be flexible with your responsibilities As Helicopter Pilot if there are any changes.
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Question - 65:
What was the biggest professional risk you have taken and what was the outcome?

Ans:
First discuss how you weighed the pros and cons of the risk and the results you'd believe you could achieve. Then discuss the action plan you put into place for it and
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outline that step by step. Then discuss the outcome and if it wasn't optimal talk about what you would do differently in hindsight.
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
