* I'm a perfectionist. I pay attention to all the details, and like to be sure that everything is just right.
* I'm a creative thinker. I like to explore alternative solutions to problems and have an open mind about what will work best.
* I'm efficient and highly organized. This enables me to be as productive as possible on the job.
* I enjoy solving problems, troubleshooting issues, and coming up with solutions in a timely manner.

Question - 3:
How do you handle confidentiality in your work?

Ans:
Often, interviewers will ask questions to find out the level of technical knowledge As Extension Museum Manager that a candidate has concerning the duties of a care
assistant. In a question such as this, there is an opportunity to demonstrate professional knowledge and awareness. The confidentiality of a person's medical records is
an important factor for a care assistant to bear in mind.

Question - 32:
