Y ou can also mention that you are motivated by
challenges, have the ability to effectively meet challenges, and have the flexibility and skills necessary to handle a challenging job. Y ou can continue by describing
specific examples of challenges you have met and goals you have achieved in the past.

If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and | can make a meaningful difference to the organization.”
