Ans:

"He/She wouldn't say anything bad, but he/she may point out | could improve in a certain area, and |'ve taken steps to become better at those skills"
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Question - 56:
How would you go about establishing your credibility quickly In Aviation Records with the team?
Ans:

Fully understand my responsibilities, work hard and exceed expectations, learn as much as possible, help others as much as possible, understand what my teammates
goals and needs are, be on time, and gain a mentor.
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Question - 57:
How long will it take for you to make a significant contribution?

Ans:
First define significant contribution - once you do that - lay out atimeline plan in which you think you can achieve that.

Ans:

Think of three major characteristics that demonstrate your best qualities related to work and then have quick stories to describe why.

Ans:

Ideally, you want to take on the role you're interviewing for, but you want to be flexible with your responsibilities In Aviation Records if there are any changes.
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Question - 60:
How do you handle repetitive tasks?
Ans:

Some people enjoy it, others don't. Which are you? If you don't like it, can you at least do it well? And if you don't like it, be ready to explain why in a positive way
(i.e. your potentia isto do much more than simply be repetitive)
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Question - 61:
Tell me about the last time you missed a goal or deadline?
Ans:

Unless you're a completely perfect person, chances are you've messed up before on a goal/deadline. If so, discuss how you fell short and what you would have donein
retrospect to achieveit.
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
