Question - 1:
Can you explain why you changed career paths In TXDOT?

Ans:

Don't be thrown off by this question-just take a deep breath and explain to the hiring manager why you've made the career decisions In TxDOT you have. More
importantly, give a few examples of how your past experience is transferable to the new role. This doesn't have to be a direct connection; in fact, it's often more
impressive when a candidate can make seemingly irrelevant experience seem very relevant to therole.

Tell me about atime you failed?

Ans:

Everyone has failed, so don't play dumb or claim you've never messed up In TXDOT. Think of atime when a work-related situation didn't turn out quite as you had
hoped. An interviewer isinterested in seeing how you took responsibility for your failure, what you learned from it, and how you would prevent similar failures from

happening again.

Question - 3:
What critical component of this position In TXDOT makes the work challenging?

Ans:

Heading information: This should include job title, pay grade or range, reporting relationship (by position, not individual), hours or shifts, and the likelihood of
overtime or weekend work.

Summary objective of the job: List the general responsibilities and descriptions of key tasks and their purpose, relationships with customers, coworkers, and others,
and the results expected of incumbent employees.

Qudlifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into thisjob.

Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job In TXDOT (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature extremes,
prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Question - 4:
What education or training have you had that makes you fit for this profession In TxDOT?
Ans:

This would be the first question asked in any interview. Therefore, it isimportant that you give a proper reply to the question regarding your education. Y ou should
have all the documents and certificates pertaining to your education and/or training, although time may not allow the interviewer to review all of them.

What motivates you?

Ans:

So, just
take a deep breath, and start thinking through the math. (Yes, it's OK to ask for a pen and paper!)

Thereisno one
there to help you. The door to the room is closed, and there are no windows, so you cannot see inside. How can you discover which switch operates the bulb?

Ans:

Do the following steps:

* 1. Turn ON two switches, and leave one OFF.

* 2. Wait afew minutes.

* 3. Turn one switch from ON to OFF. Oneis now ON and two are OFF

* 4. Enter the room. - If the light is ON, it is controlled by the switch you left ON. - If the light bulb is OFF, touch it. If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it is cold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.

Tell the one where your actions made a positive difference on the outcome of the
situation, whether it was awork-related outcome or a more effective and productive working relationship.

This question presents an excellent opportunity for you to discuss your education, qualifications and personal traits. Y ou might say something like "I studied property
management as well as behavior during my college years and | have two years experiencein real estate.

I can gauge the homes or apartments in which clients will be interested based solely upon the needs of their families. Finally, my organizational skills will alow me
to schedule appointments or showings confidently and arrive for them punctualy." This shows your interviewer that you have all of the skills necessary to become
successful not only for yourself, but also for your employer.

Describe atypical work week for this position In TXDOT?

Ans:

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position In TXDOT you are
applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the more successful you will be
at answering the questions.

Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for the role. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

Before we finish the interview | would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
about my suitability for thisrole?

Choosing the right metrics and comparing productivity of everyone on daily basis is a good answer, doesn't matter in which company you apply for a supervisory
role.

Workers must be able to not only understand and help their clients, but must project empathy and be a warm, humane
presencein their lives.

Question - 25:
What do you know about the company?

Ans:

Any candidate can read and regurgitate the company's "About" page. So, when interviewers ask this, they aren't necessarily trying to gauge whether you understand
the mission-they want to know whether you care about it. Start with one line that shows you understand the company's goals, using a couple key words and phrases
from the website, but then go on to make it personal. Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because..." or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.

What do you think isyour greatest weakness?
Ans:

Don't say anything that could eliminate you from consideration for the job. For instance, "I'm slow in adapting to change" is not awise answer, since changeis par for
the course in most work environments. Avoid calling attention to any weakness that's one of the critical qualities the hiring manager is looking for. And don't try the
old "I'm aworkaholic," or "I'm a perfectionist.

What schedule do you hope to work? Are you willing to work extra hours?
Ans:

Be honest. If you really want the job and are willing to work any schedule needed, say so. If, however, you have no intention of working late hours or weekends,
simply let the interviewer know the hours that you are available to work. The same applies to extra hours. Y ou are more likely to be hired if you are willing to work
any time you are needed. However, saying that you are willing and then complaining about the hours once you start working is a recipe for disaster.

When you're going for a graduate job, having a degree is hardly
going to make you stand out from the crowd and neither is having a driving licence, which is arequirement of many jobs.

Why did you leave your last job In TxDOT?
Ans:

Regardless of why you left your last job make sure to stay positive. Always smile and focus on the positive reason such you were seeking the opportunity to expand
your career opportunities, your interest in working with a new firm that provided greater opportunity, you desired to work in a new location, etc. Don't reference
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previous job problems or differences with management that caused you to leave. If you stay positive, your answer may help you. If you're negative, you will likely
decrease your chances of getting the job for which you're interviewing.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that hel ps them stay on task.
Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

If you are a candidate, you should review your resume and make sure you know al the key points, and that nothing has been misconstrued.

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Behavioral interviews In TxDOT where popularized by industrial psychologists in the 1970s, and have been used at big companies like AT& T. The idea behind them
isthat past responses to situations are the best predictor of how candidates will respond in the future.

2. Talk about agoa you set for yourself. What did you do to make sure you met the goal ?
