Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that helps them stay on task.
Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

Idedlly,
you want your dreams to relate strongly to the career path you're interviewing for though.

How have you achieved your success?

Ans:
Discuss stories of how you've progressed over the years to achieve success. People relate best to stories.
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Question - 51:
What are three positive characteristics you wish you had?

Ans:

The key here is to be honest about your wish list but then to describe how you plan on developing or growing those characteristics so that it becomes a reality. For
example, | wish | had a stronger work ethic and | am reading a book right now about how to instill a better discipline around getting work done efficiently.
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Question - 52:
How long do you envision yourself staying with this company?
Ans:

Understand that companiesinvest alot of money into hiring the right staff. Y ou want to emphasize that you arein it for the long run and you want to develop a career
there and that it's not just a"5 month stepping stone" type of ajob. Y ou should be thinking how you're going to grow with that company. After al, don't you want to
invest your energy and time with a company that is going to continue to be successful and one that will help you grow?
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Question - 53:
How articulate are you in expressing your ideas?
Ans:

One of the best ways to answer this question is clearly articulate three points that demonstrate how articulate you are (and in a sense show that in a live setting) - for
example: "1 would say I'm articulate because one, | typically gather my thoughts before speaking, two, | organize my thoughts well, and three I'm concise when
making a point.

Give me an example of when you competed hard and won?
Ans:

Y ou can reference many different areas here when discussing a story of where you won in competition: Work experience (ideal), sports, clubs, classes, projects.

Describe to me atime where you had to make a hard decision As Hotel Facilities Manager?

Ans:

Hard decisions are hard for a reason. It could dramatically effect the company. It could affect other workers. So if you have a story about how you made a hard
decision and had a good outcome, share that. If you have one where the outcome wasn't great, explain how you would have changed the way you approached the
decision to show you learned how to improve.

Why should we give you thisjob As Hotel Facilities Manager when someone else is equally qualified?
Ans:

Describe how you're unique, but make sure you tie it to the job responsibilities and how you would impact the company. For example, "I believe my unique
programming skills and experience in developing over 18 best selling iphone apps will help the company develop high quality applications faster than my
competitors"
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Question - 58:
If | talked to your three biggest fans, who would they be and why?
Ans:

If you can reference three professionals with executive titles (CXO, VP, Director, Manager), that carries alot of weight. Make sure you highlight how you've helped
them achieve their biggest objectives and how that's made them your fan.
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Question - 59:
What techniques and tools do you use to keep yourself organized As Hotel Facilities Manager?
Ans:

Utilizing a calendar, having a notebook with your "to do" list, focusing on your top 3 priorities each and every day, utilizing a systematic way of storing documents
on your computer (like box.net)
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Question - 60:
Was there a person in your career who really made a difference?
Ans:

If you can't think of one, you need to get a mentor QUICKLY! Mentors can come in the form of peers, family members, co-workers, management / leaders at a
company and so on.
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Question - 61:
What are you most proud of ?
Ans:

Y ou should be proud of all your achievements As Hotel Facilities Manager! We just don't have time to hear them all as interviewers most likely. Focus on 1 really
good achievement that showcases characteristics like the following: Integrity, competitiveness, resourcefulness, intelligence, persistence, and so forth.
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Question - 62:
How do you feel about taking no for an answer?

Ans:

It's good to be persistent, but not overbearing. Everyone will face rejection at some point in their life, so at some point you'll have to take no for an answer but then
learn why you were turned down.
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Question - 63:
What would you do if you won the lottery?

Ans:

The interviewer is asking this question to find out what your true passion is. Ideally it aligns to the type of work you're interviewing for. If not, tie it back in terms of
how it relates to the job, for example, "I believe I'll learn the necessary skillsin this job to pursue my passion later onin life."
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Question - 64:
If | wereto give you this salary you requested but let you write your job description for the next year, what would it say?
Ans:

It should say the same thing - after all - if you think this salary isfair then it should suit the responsibilities!

Question - 65:
Does your boss know you're here today?
Ans:

Usually, you probably haven't told your boss for obvious reasons. So it's ok to say that they do not. You don't want to upset the balance at your current job after all
and nothing is guaranteed in an interview. The interviewer should understand this stance.

How do you take "No" for an answer?
Ans:

Y ou want to be persistent enough to understand why someone is saying no so that you could potentially convince them otherwise with a sound reason. However, if
they are still saying "no" to you, then you need to humbly accept their position and move on.
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Question - 67:
What is the difference between a big ego and a healthy ego?

Ans:

"Ego" should be replaced by confidence. It's good to be confident as it shows that you know what you're doing. However, a big ego is when confidence spirals out of
control and you become arrogant.
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Question - 68:

What does "thinking outside the box" mean to you?

Ans:

It means not doing things exactly the same way as everyone else. Y ou've got to challenge the status quo and bring something new to the business.
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Question - 69:
How do you rate yourself in computer skills? Please describe the programs and software that you can use well ?

Ans:

Ideally you want to able to type quickly, have the ability to effectively use Microsoft Office, and more importantly be able to quickly adapt to computer / technology
skills. More and more it's become an integral part of work. If the job doesn't require technology skills - then this question shouldn't be asked!
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Question - 70:

What aspect of supervision do you find the most difficult?

Ans:

Managing different personalities and keeping them focused on the goal at hand.

How do you ensure all of your work gets accomplished in a productive manner?

Ans:

The key isto prioritize what's important in your work and to stay organized to accomplish the tasks. A strong work ethic also helps.
