In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

Top 13 Situational Interview Questions As Froster Glass Sandblasting:

Ans:
Situational interviews As Froster Glass Sandblasting are similar to behavioral interview questions - but they are focused on the future, and ask hypothetical questions,
whereas behavioral interview questions look at the past.
The advantage is that employers can put all candidates in the same hypothetical situations, and compare their answers.

What does "collaboration with teammates" mean to you?

Ans:
