Nothing says "hire me" better than a track record of achieving amazing results in past jobs As Commercial Retoucher, so don't be shy when answering this interview
question! A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with
background context (e.g., "In my last job asa Commercial Retoucher, it was my role to manage the invoicing process'), but spend the bulk of your time describing
what you actualy did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours
each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, o it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are a problem. Y ou can't cut yourself on around manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can roll it.

Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
